» Read 1 Corinthians 13:4-7. Share a time when you felt supernaturally
helped by the Holy Spirt to receive or give love in one of the ways
mentioned in this passage.

» Read John 14:17. How would it change the world if believers truly lived in
supernatural peace?

Activate:

Spend a moment in silence to consider your response, then share your decision with the group.

Read Romans 8:26. The Holy Spirit comes as our: Advocate, Defender,
Comforter, Intercessor, Strengthener, Counselor, Standby, Teacher, and
Helper. Think about an area where you are weak in right now. Ask God to
show you which name he would like for you to experience Him as this week.

Pray:

Thank God for the highs shared and lift up the lows.

Read Ephesians 6:18. Pray for each person in the Group to experience what
God has for them this week.
